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	Personal, social and Emotional Development:

We will encourage the children:

To become more outgoing towards unfamiliar people and more confident in new social situations. To relate to their learning powers and recognise when they use them. To describe themselves in positive terms and talk about their abilities.  To understand that their actions affect other people, and that they should try to comfort another child when they realise they have upset them.
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	Communication and Language: 

We will encourage the children to continue to listen attentively to others in a range of situations and to share their own experiences with the class.
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	Physical Development:

This term the children will use the wall and floor apparatus. They will develop their skills in climbing, jumping and swinging.

We will continue to encourage the children to hold a pencil effectively to form recognisable letters, most of which are correctly formed.
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	Mathematics: We are continuing our Maths mastery by working using their sibitising, comparison, counting, ordinality and cardinality and composition skills.

We will be working with the Number blocks and become more familiar with the terms, “fewer than, more than, the amount of.

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	Literacy:
